JOIN THE MARRIAGE EQUALITY DISCUSSION WITH CCC’s
O&A* (LGBT) PLANNING GROUP

Today, Sunday, July 25 at 11:15 am in the Conference Room, at the next regular 4" Sunday meeting of
CCC’s Open and Affirming (LGBT) Planning Group, the group will continue its discussion of a possible
Marriage Equality Education, Worship and Social Witness Plan for CCC. The group will also discuss
how CCC members can most effectively work with Equality Maryland in their Road to Equality
Campaign. Aimee Martin, a field organizer for Equality Maryland, will be joining the group to discuss
efforts to obtain marriage equality for same-gender couples and protection for transgendered persons in
Maryland. A Montgomery County Action Team has been formed and CCC members are already
involved with the campaign. The campaign is supporting the election of fair-minded candidates for the
State Legislature, enhancing public education efforts, and strengthening an activist network. Come and
join in the discussion.

*“O&A” is an acronym for “Open and Affirming” — which is a reference to CCC’s Open and
Affirming Covenant relating to lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgendered people.
